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BTT1O  
Information and Communication Technology in Busines s, Grade 9, 
Open 
This course introduces students to information and communication tech-
nology in a business environment and builds a foundation of digital liter-
acy skills necessary for success in a technologically driven society. Stu-
dents will develop word processing, spreadsheet, database, desktop 
publishing, presentation software, and website design skills. Throughout 
the course, there is an emphasis on digital literacy, effective electronic 
research and communication skills, and current issues related to the 
impact of information and communication technology.  
 
BBI2O 
Introduction to Business, Grade 10, Open 
This course introduces students to the world of business. Students will 
develop an understanding of the functions of business, including ac-
counting, marketing, communication technology, human resources, and 
production, and of the importance of ethics and social responsibility. 
This course builds a foundation for further studies in business and helps 
students develop the business knowledge and skills they will need in 
their everyday lives.  This course includes several field trips and guest 
speakers.

BAF3M 
Financial Accounting Fundamentals, Grade 11, Univer sity/College 
Preparation  
This course introduces students to the fundamental principles and pro-
cedures of accounting. Students will develop financial analysis and de-
cision-making skills that will assist them in future studies and/or career 
opportunities in business. Students will acquire an understanding of ac-
counting for a service and a merchandising business, computerized ac-
counting, financial analysis, and current issues and ethics in accounting.   
Optional Workbook Fee:   $22.00   
 
BAI3E 
Accounting Essentials, Grade 11, Workplace Preparat ion   
This course introduces students to the accounting cycle of a service 
business. Students will use computer application software to record 
business transactions and to prepare financial statements. Students will 
also investigate banking and cash management, decision-making, ethi-
cal behaviour, and career opportunities in the field of accounting.   
Optional Workbook Fee:  $20.00 
 
BDI3C 
Entrepreneurship: The Venture, Grade 11, College Pr eparation 
This course focuses on ways in which entrepreneurs recognize opportu-
nities, generate ideas, and organize resources to plan successful ven-
tures that enable them to achieve their goals. Students will create a 
venture plan for a student��run school��based or summer business. 
Through hands��on experiences, students will have opportunities to de-
velop the values, traits, and skills most often associated with successful 
entrepreneurs.  Students create a venture plan to start their own busi-
ness. 
 
BTA3O 
Information and Communication Technology: The Digit al            
Environment, Grade 11, Open  
This course prepares students for the digital environment. Using a 
hands��on approach, students will further develop information and com-
munication technology skills through the use of common business soft-
ware applications. The concept and operation of e-business will be ex-
plored, and students will design and create an e��business website. The 
skills developed in this course will prepare students for success in the 
workplace and/or postsecondary studies.  Students will use HTML to 
create web pages.   
 
BMI3C 
Marketing:  Goods, Services and Events, Grade 11  
This course introduces the fundamental concepts of product marketing, 
which includes the marketing of goods, services, and events. Students 
will examine how trends, issues, global economic changes, and infor-
mation technology influence consumer-buying habits. Students will en-
gage in marketing research, develop marketing strategies, and produce 
a marketing plan for a product of their choice.  Students will also de-
velop and present a marketing plan for a specific product, culminating in 
a trade show. 
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BMX3E 
Marketing : Retail and Service, Grade 11  
This course focuses on marketing activities in the retail and service sectors. Students will examine 
trends and global influences on marketing decisions, and will learn about the importance of customer 
service in developing a customer base and maintaining customer loyalty. Through hands��on learning, 
students will develop personal selling and information technology skills that will prepare them for a vari-
ety of marketing related positions in the workplace. This is an essential course for those students con-
sidering a career in retail.  
 
CIC3E 
Making Economic Choices, Grade 11  (One Social Science Credit) 
This course explores the economic choices that students will need to make as consumers and contribu-
tors in a mixed economy.  Students will acquire practical knowledge and skills that will help them man-
age their economic affairs and improve their economic well-being. 
Prerequisite:  Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10 Academic or Applied 
 
CLU3E 
Understanding Canadian Law, Grade 11  (One Social Science Credit) 
This course explores elements of Canadian law that are relevant to students as they prepare to enter 
the labour force.  Students will learn to develop informed opinions on legal issues and to express and 
defend their opinions in a variety of ways.  Practical experience and active learning strategies will be 
emphasized. Students will be provided with the opportunity to learn about their legal rights. 
Prerequisite:  Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
 
CLU3M                     
Understanding Canadian Law, Grade 11, University/Co llege Preparation  (One Social Science 
Credit) 
This course explores legal issues that directly affect students’ lives. To develop an appreciation of the 
Canadian legal system, students examine the historical roots of Canadian law and expand on their un-
derstanding of the role of government in making laws. Students also become familiar with the rights and 
freedoms that all Canadians enjoy as a result of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. Stu-
dents acquire a practical knowledge of Canada’s legal system, both criminal and civil, and learn how to 
analyse legal issues. They are given opportunities to develop informed opinions on legal issues and to 
defend those opinions and communicate legal knowledge in a variety of ways and settings, including 
legal research projects, and mock trials and debates. 
Prerequisite: Canadian History since World War I, Grade 10, Academic or Applied 
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CIA4U 
Analyzing Current Economic Issues, Grade 12, Univers ity Preparation   
(One Social Science Credit) 
This course investigates the nature of the competitive global economy and explores how individuals and socie-
ties can gain the information they need to make appropriate economic decisions. Students will learn about the 
principles of micro- and macroeconomics, apply economic models and concepts to interpret economic informa-
tion, assess the validity of statistics, and investigate marketplace dynamics. Students will use economic inquiry 
and communication skills to analyse current economic issues, make informed judgements, and present their 
findings. 
 
CLN4U 
Canadian and International Law, Grade 12, Universit y Preparation  (One Social Science Credit) 
This course examines elements of Canadian and international law in social, political, and global contexts. Stu-
dents will study the historical and philosophical sources of law and the principles and practices of international 
law and will learn to relate them to issues in Canadian society and the wider world. Students will use critical-
thinking and communication skills to analyse legal issues, conduct independent research, and present the re-
sults of their inquiries in a variety of ways.   Prerequisite:  Any university or university/college preparation course 
in Canadian and world studies, English, or social sciences and humanities 
 
BBB4E 
International Business Essentials, Grade 12, Workpl ace Preparation 
This course provides an introduction to international business. Students will explore the economic relationships 
that Canada has developed with other nations, and the impact of these relationships on productivity, prices, and 
variety of goods. This course also introduces students to a variety of career opportunities in international busi-
ness. 
 
BBB4M 
International Business Fundamentals, Grade 12, Univ ersity/College Preparation 
This course provides an overview of the importance of international business and trade in the global economy 
and explores the factors that influence success in international markets.  Students will learn about the tech-
niques and strategies associated with marketing, distribution, and managing international business effectively. 
This course prepares students for postsecondary programs in business, including international business, market-
ing, and management.   
Prerequisites: None       Recommended Preparation: BMI3C 
 
BOG4E 
Business Leadership: Becoming a Manager, Grade 12, Workplace Preparation  
This course helps students prepare for managerial positions in their future careers. Students will focus on the 
development of core skills required to become a successful manager, including operations management, inven-
tory control, marketing, financial planning, scheduling, and communication. Students will also explore the man-
agement challenges of hiring, tracking, and motivating employees, and complying with legal requirements. 
 
BAT4M 
Financial Accounting Principles, Grade 12, Universi ty/College Preparation  
This course introduces students to advanced accounting principles that will prepare them for postsecondary 
studies in business. Students will learn about financial statements for various forms of business ownership and 
how those statements are interpreted in making business decisions. This course further develops accounting 
methods for assets and introduces accounting for partnerships, corporations, and sources of financing.
