
ENG1D 
English, Grade 9, Academic 
This course emphasizes the analytical reading, writing, oral communica-
tion and thinking skills that students need for success in secondary 
school academic programs and their daily lives.  Students will study and 
interpret texts from contemporary and historical periods, including short 
stories,  poems, and short essays, and will investigate and create media 
works.  An important focus will be the correct and effective use of spoken 
and written language. Note: This course fulfils one of the compulsory 
English requirements. 
  
ENG1P 
English, Grade 9, Applied 
This course emphasizes key reading, writing, oral communication and 
thinking skills that students need for success in secondary school and 
their daily lives.  Students will study plays, short stories and newspaper 
and magazine articles, and will describe and create media works.  An 
important focus will be the correct use of spoken and written language. 
Note: This course fulfils one of the compulsory English requirements. 
 
ENG2D 
English, Grade 10, Academic  
This course extends the range of analytic, reading, writing, oral commu-
nication, and thinking skills that students need for success in secondary 
school academic programs.  Students will study and interpret challenging 
texts from contemporary and historical periods, including novels, poems, 
plays and opinion pieces, and will analyze and create effective media 
works.  An important focus will be the thoughtful use of spoken and writ-
ten language. Note: This course fulfils one of the compulsory English re-
quirements.    
Prerequisite:  ENG1D/ENG1P with high achievement 
 
ENG2P 
English, Grade 10, Applied 
This course extends the range of key reading, writing, oral communication and thinking skills that 
students need for success in all areas of the curriculum.  Students will study novels, poems, maga-
zines, and reports, and will describe, design and produce effective media works.  An important fo-
cus will be the clear and coherent use of spoken and written language. Note: This course fulfils one 
of the compulsory English requirements.

English Cooperative  
Education  courses are  
two credit courses.  
Students must be sixteen 
and have sixteen credits 
before being accepted.  
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ENG3U 
English, Grade 11, University Preparation  
This course emphasizes the development of literacy, communication, and criti-
cal and creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily 
life. Students will analyze challenging literary texts from various periods, coun-
tries, and cultures, as well as a range of informational and graphic texts, and 
create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus 
will be on using language with precision and clarity and incorporating stylistic 
devices appropriately and effectively. The course is intended to prepare stu-
dents for the compulsory Grade 12 university or college preparation course.   
Note: This course fulfils one of the compulsory English requirements.  
Prerequisite: English, Grade 10, Academic 
 
ENG3C 
English, Grade 11, College Preparation   

This course emphasizes the development of literacy, critical thinking and com-
munication skills.  Students will study the content, form, and style of informa-
tional texts and literary works from Canada and other countries; write reports, 
correspondence, and persuasive essays; and analyze media forms, audiences, 

and media industry practices.  An important focus will be on establishing appropriate voice and using 
business and technical language with precision and clarity. Note: This course fulfils one of the compul-
sory English requirements.  
Prerequisite: English, Grade 10, Applied 
 
EMS3O 
Media Studies, Grade 11, Open  
This course emphasizes knowledge and skills that will enable students to understand media communica-
tion in the twenty-first century and to use media effectively and responsibly. Through analyzing the forms 
and messages of a variety of media works and audience responses to them, and through creating their 
own media works, students will develop critical thinking skills, aesthetic and ethical judgement, and skills 
in viewing, representing, listening, speaking, reading, and writing.    
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 10 
 
IDC4UT 
Interdisciplinary Studies: Reading Tutor, Grade 12,  University 
Students who are selected for this university level course will plan and implement lessons 
to teach reading, writing and study skills, and provide support in content subjects to Grade 9 stu-
dents.  Students will explore theories of child development, teaching strategies for reluctant learners, 
and the impact of 1:1 instruction on themselves and others.  Students interested in pursuing careers 
in teaching, social work or psychology will find this a worthwhile course.

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EWC4U 
The Writer’s Craft, Grade 12, University Preparatio n 
This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will analyze mod-
els of effective writing; use a workshop approach to produce a range of works; identify and use tech-
niques required for specialized forms of writing; and identify effective ways to improve the quality of 
their writing. They will also complete a major paper as part of a creative or analytical independent study 
project and investigate opportunities for publication and for writing careers.  
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 11, University Preparation 
 
EWC4C 
The Writer’s Craft, Grade 12, College Preparation  
This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students will investigate 
models of effective writing; use a workshop approach to write a variety of works; and make considered 
decisions for improving the quality of their writing. They will also complete a creative or analytical inde-
pendent study project and investigate opportunities for publication and for writing careers.      
Prerequisite:  English, Grade 11, College Preparation 
 
ENG4U 
English, Grade 12, University Preparation  
This course emphasizes the consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical and creative 
thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyze a range of chal-
lenging literary texts from various periods, countries, and cultures; interpret and evaluate informational 
and graphic texts; and create oral, written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will 
be on using academic language coherently and confidently, selecting the reading strategies best suited 
to particular texts and particular purposes for reading, and will develop greater control in writing. The 
course is intended to prepare students for university, college, or the workplace. Note: This course fulfils 
one of the compulsory English requirements.  Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Preparation 
 
ENG4C 
English, Grade 12, College Preparation  
This course emphasizes the consolidation of literacy, communication, and critical and creative thinking 
skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students will analyze a variety of informational 
and graphic texts, as well as literary texts from various countries and cultures, and create oral, written, 
and media texts in a variety of forms for practical and academic purposes. An important focus will be 
on using language with precision and clarity and developing greater control in writing. The course is 
intended to prepare students for college or the workplace. Note: This course fulfils one of the compul-
sory English  requirements.  Prerequisite:  English, Grade 11, College Preparation 
 
ETS4U 
Studies in Literature, Grade 12, University Prepara tion  
This course is intended for students who have a special interest in literature and literary criticism. The 
course may focus on themes, genres, time periods, or countries. Students will analyze a range of forms 
and stylistic elements of literary texts and respond personally, critically, and creatively to them. They 
will also assess critical interpretations, write analytical essays, and complete an independent study pro-
ject.   Prerequisite: English, Grade 11, University Preparation

OLC4O 
Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course, Grade 12,  Open   
This course is designed to help students acquire and demonstrate the cross-curricular literacy skills 
that are evaluated by the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test.  Students who complete the 
course successfully will meet the provincial literacy requirement for graduation.  Students will read a 
variety of informational, narrative, and graphic texts and will produce a variety of writing, including 
summaries, information paragraphs, opinion pieces, and news reports.  Students will also maintain 
and  manage a literacy portfolio containing a record of their reading experiences and samples of their 
writing.     
Prerequisite: Students who have been eligible to write the Ontario  Secondary School Literacy Test 
(OSSLT) at least twice and have been unsuccessful at least once are eligible to take this course to 
achieve both a Grade 12 credit and their literacy   requirement for graduation.   
Note: application for an exception to this prerequisite may be made to the Principal. 
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
