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ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAM

The alternative education program is offered to students who are experiencing difficulty with
the regular school program.

Students may be recommended for the alternative education program by the school adminis-
trators, attendance/ guidance counselors, student success teacher and/or their teachers.

Students are screened to determine appropriateness of placement and then parents/
guardians are contacted.

Students admitted to the program work individually on Ministry approved courses to achieve
credits with the support of a teacher.

Cooperative Education courses are two Social Science credit courses. Students must
be sixteen and have sixteen credits before being accepted. See page 70 (the Coop-
erative Education section) for the full description of the courses and the application
process.
