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CHC2D

Contemporary Canadian History, Grade 10, Academic

This course explores the local, national, and global forces that have shaped Canada’s national
identity from World War | to the present. Students will investigate the challenges presented by eco-
nomic, social, and technological changes and explore the contributions of individuals and groups to
Canadian culture and society during this period. Students will use critical thinking and communica-
tion skills to evaluate various interpretations of the issues and events of the period and to present
their own points of view.

CHC2P

Contemporary Canadian History, Grade 10, Applied

This course explores some of the events and experiences that have influenced the development of
Canada’s identity as a nation, from World War | to the present. By examining how the country has
responded to economic, social, and technological changes and how individuals and groups have
contributed to Canadian culture and society during this period, students will develop their ability to
make connections between historical and current events. Students will have opportunities to formu-
late questions, locate information, develop informed opinions, and present information in a variety
of ways.

CHV20

Civics, Grade 10, Open (.5 credits)

This course explores what it means to be an informed, participating citizen in a democratic society.
Students will learn about the elements of democracy in local, national, and global contexts, about
political reactions to social change, and about political decision-making processes in Canada. They
will explore their own and others’ ideas about civics questions and learn how to think critically about
public issues and react responsibly to them.

CHW3M

World History to the Sixteenth Century, Grade 11, U  niversity / College Preparation

This course investigates the history of humanity from earliest times to the sixteenth century. Stu-
dents will analyse diverse societies from around the world, with an emphasis on the political, cul-
tural, and economic structures and historical forces that have shaped the modern world. They will
apply historical inquiry, critical-thinking, and communication skills to evaluate the influence of se-
lected individuals, groups, and innovations and present their conclusions.

Prerequisite: Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10, Academic or Applied

HSP3M

Introduction to Anthropology, Psychology, and Socio logy, Grade 11, University / College
Preparation

This course introduces the theories, questions and issues that are the major concern of anthropol-
ogy, psychology, and sociology. Students will develop an understanding of the way social scien-
tists approach the topics they study and the research methods they employ. Students will be given
opportunities to explore theories from a variety of perspectives and to become familiar with current
thinking on a range of issues that have captured the interest of classic and contemporary social
scientists in the three disciplines.

HRT3M

World Religions: Beliefs, Issues, and Religious Tra  ditions, Grade 11, University / College
Preparation

This course enables students to discover what others believe and how they live and to appreciate
their own unique heritage. Students will learn about the teachings and traditions of a variety of re-
ligions, the connections between religion and the development of civilizations, the place and func-
tion of religion in human experience and the influence of a broad range of religions on contempo-
rary society. This course also introduces students to skills used in researching and investigating
topics related to world religions.

History Since 1900: Global and Regional Perspective s, Grade 11,
Open

This course focuses on the major events and issues in world history
from 1900 to the present. Students will investigate the causes and
effects of global and regional conflicts and the responses of individu-
als and governments to social, economic, and political changes. Stu-
dents will use critical-thinking and communication skills to formulate
and test points of view, draw conclusions, and present their findings
about the challenges facing people in various parts of the world.
Prerequisite: Canadian History in the Twentieth Century, Grade 10,
Academic or Applied

NDA3M

Current Aboriginal Issues in Canada, Grade 11, Univ  ersity/
College Preparation

This course focuses on existing and emerging issues of importance to
I Aboriginal peoples in Canada. Students will investigate issues re-
" lated to identity, relationships among Aboriginal peoples and between

posed by these issues. Students will also examine such topics as
language preservation, the responsibilities of Aboriginal women and

CHY4U

World History: The West and the World, Grade 12, Un iversity Preparation

This course investigates the major trends in Western civilization and world history from the sixteenth
century to the present. Students will learn about the interaction between the emerging West and other
regions of the world and about the development of modern social, political, and economic systems.
They will use critical-thinking and communication skills to investigate the historical roots of contempo-
rary issues and present their conclusions.

Prerequisite: Any university or university/college preparation course in Canadian and world studies,
English, or social sciences and humanities.

HSB4M

Challenge and Change in Society, Grade 12, Universi ty / College Preparation

This course examines the theories and methodologies used in anthropology, psychology, and sociol-
ogy to investigate and explain shifts in knowledge, attitudes, beliefs, and behaviour and their impact
on society. Students will analyse cultural, social, and biological patterns in human societies, looking at
the ways in which those patterns change over time. Students will also explore the ideas of classical
and contemporary social theorists, and will apply those ideas to the analysis of contemporary trends.
Prerequisite: Any university, university/college, or college preparation course in social sciences and
humanities, English, or Canadian and world studies.

CHM4E

Adventures in World History, Grade 12, Workplace Pr  eparation

This course explores a variety of human experiences in world history from earliest times to the pre-
sent. Students will learn about a wide range of societies and cultures, examining such things as sys-
tems of government, technological developments, work, art, and religion. Students will apply methods
of research and inquiry to examine human societies in many different times and places and to com-
municate points of view about their findings.
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
