INCLEMENT WEATHER AND BUSES

So far this year we have been lucky and haven't had any ‘No Bus Days’. This is
just a reminder that with the changes made from the 2009 Boundary Review, the
number of bus students vs. walkers has dropped below 85% and John Black Pub-
lic School is open to students on these days!

Board Policy states that it is a parent’s responsibility to determine whether or not
it is safe for their students to leave for school during inclement or severe weather.
Parents need to be aware of the following:

= When a bus does not travel a route in the morning due to fog, ice or snow
conditions, it will not travel that route in the afternoon.

= If a parent elects to drive their child to school, they are responsible for their
child’s pick-up at dismissal time.

= While we have an excellent transportation system, buses may be delayed in the morning due to traffic, poor road
conditions, mechanical breakdowns, etc. To ensure your child is not stranded at his/her pick-up point, please make
sure they know what to do and where to go if their bus is more than 15 minutes late.

If your child is a bus student, there is no need to call the school when busses are cancelled to let us know
they will be away.

If your child is NOT a bus student and you choose to keep them home when busses are cancelled, it is
very important you call the school at 519-843-2665 before 8:50 a.m. to let us know they will be away.
